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Call to Order: Pastor Mark called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led the group in prayer.  

Approval of Minutes: Pastor Mark read the October 8., 2019 minutes that were published in the news-
letter. Nancy Ruby made a motion to approve the October meeting minutes. Bob Rhoads seconded, and 
the motion carried.  

Finance: Kathy Fay had emailed the balance sheet and the list of bills to be paid. The balance sheet 
showed we were ahead $1,400 in October. Bev Rhoads made a motion to pay the bills presented via 
email. Randy Gust seconded, and the motion carried.  

Becky Gust and Angie Sour have purchased items to make freezer meals for the Bring Love Ministry 
or anyone in need. Expenses totaled $293 for these meals. Bev Rhoads will check on the Missions 
Committee members to see if they are okay to pay the $293 out of the Missions fund; she will let Kathy 
Fay know. Becky and Angie would like to make meals quarterly to have availability to give out as 
much as needed.  

A grant application had been submitted to the United Methodist Foundation for the Food Pantry and 
that was denied.  

Randy Gust was asked to purchase a bigger screen TV to project song lyrics during the Wednesday 
night services. Memorial money will be used to pay for $302.46 of the $315.64 bill, with the small bal-
ance coming out of the General Fund. It was suggested the TV could also be used in the entry way be-
fore church for announcements.  

District apportionments have been paid. Pastor Mark and Randy Gust will discuss sending out steward-
ship letters again this year, highlighting the various ministries this church participates in.  

Pastor Mark will ask Megan Barrett what she wants to do with the remaining RAGBRAI meal profits.  

Missions: Bev Rhoads delivered kits for the ingathering the first Saturday in November. In-kind dona-
tions totaled approximately $1,000; $200 was donated to Midwest. Quilts will be donated to Bidwell if 
they are not needed locally.  

One Church Board Model: Richard Tucker is working on the Covenant Agreement, and reviewed 
some items with the Ad Council. The One Church Board model works under one board consisting of 
12 members, thus eliminating all the individual committees and committee meetings. The Covenant 
Agreement will be present to the Ad Council for review/approval in January. It will be presented to the 
church via a church conference after the first of the year. Pastor Mark will follow up with Jaye Johnson 
on the next steps and dates.  

The Nominations Committee will work to fill the 12 member spots on the Once Church Board.  

Pathways to Discipleship will also be wrapped up and discussed at the church conference.
